Assembly and Installation.
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This is the approximate location where
you need to install the water valve
bracket (8).

Install the water valve bracket (8) onto
the lower part of the rear horizontal
cover. Secure it with 3/8 x 3/4” flanged
bolts (4).

NOTE:

If mounting holes are not already in your
winch shaft cover, you will have to drill
two 7/16” (11mm) holes and use the
additional 3/8 nuts (3). See illustration
“WLKIT-04-RC” for holes location.

Install the water on/off slam-latch
actuator (5) into the water valve bracket
(8). Push to the extreme right and secure
the water actuator with the #12-24 x 1 4"
machine screws (2) and nuts (1).
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Install the Water line cable (6) to the top
stud of the throttle lever assembly.
Adjust the nuts to about the mid-point
on the threads.

Route it up through the cable keeper.

Open the “hook” of the water valve
cable spring slightly.
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Install the water valve cable spring
connector to the water on/off slam latch
(5) and anchor the water valve cable (6)
to the water control valve housing (8).

Adjust the nuts to about the mid-point of
the threads. Operate the control lever
and observe the water tube and tube
pincher. Adjust the cable at either end or
both ends to obtain full pinching of the
tube when the lever is released.

Install the water poly tube (7) into the flow
control valve located on the water tank.

Route the other end of the water tube (7)
through the water control housing (8) and
then to the blade guide the exact same
way the original water poly tube was.

NOTE: You will need to hold back the
water on/off slam latch (5) while routing
the poly tube through.

Install the water valve cover (9) and
secure it with the 3/8 x 3/4" flanged bolts

(4).
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
